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WEATHERMORE ACADEMY

General Guidelines:

Everything that is worn, and the manner in which it is worn, should
complement the overall appearance of the uniform, not compete with or
distract from it. In cases where questions arise, decisions will be left to the
discretion of Weathermore Academy administration.

All shirts should be tucked in.

Non-uniform clothing may not be worn in classrooms. Spirit wear is
allowed only on designated days.

Plain white t-shirts or camisoles may be worn under shirts and blouses.
Undershirts for girls should not be visible at the neckline.

Girls should wear minimal, simple jewelry. Stud earrings or small hoops,
chains with a small pendant, and/or watch are acceptable.

Boys who wear a simple gold or silver chain, with or without a pendant,
must keep it under their shirts.

Cloth, leather or plastic jewelry is not allowed.

Girls” hair should be neat and out of eyes. Hair accessories must match
the uniform (spruce green, black, white, or PKG plaid), and not be
excessive (large bows, large headbands, no bandeau style, etc).

Boys hair should be neatly groomed, above mid-ear, off the face, and off
the collar. Hair cut should be conservative. tfransition from side to top
should be gradual. No facial hair.

Hair should not be dyed in unnatural colors.

Conservative makeup may be worn by girls in grades 7-12. Nail polish
should be a traditional, conservative color, or clear.

Girls’ skirts and boys’ shorts can be no shorter than 1" above the knee.
If in doubt about any item, bring it by the school office for approval.

Conservative ties are optional for the daily uniform for girls, but are required daily

for boys.

Please note: All General Dress Code Guidelines continue to apply on Spirit
Wear Days. Spirit wear must reflect the same standards of modesty,
cleanliness, and appropriateness outlined in the General Guidelines section
of this document.

Permitted Items:

» School-branded T-shirts, sweatshirts, hoodies, or polos (must feature
official school logo or mascot).

» School colors only (no neon, camouflage, or excessively bright
alternatives).

» Afhletic jackets or warm-ups with school branding (as approved).

» Jeans or denim shorts.

» Khaki pants, shorts, or skirts (girls only).

General Standards:
e Length: Shorts, skirts, or dresses must be no shorter than 1 inch above

the knee.

» Fit: Clothes must not be excessively tight or oversized.

» Logos & Graphics: Only school-approved logos; no slogans, pop culture,
or secular branding.

Not Permitted:
» Pajama pants, leggings worn as pants, or ripped clothing.
» Tank tops, sleeveless tops, or crop tops.
» Clothing with non-school logos, text, orimages.
» Face paint or extreme hairstyles during the school day.
